THANK YOU to everyone who helped make our 
first Lutheran World Relief Fair Trade Fair a 

big success!  Combining the sale with catalog 
orders, we sold $1508.75!!  We were given a 
10% discount for our own overhead in putting on 
the Fair in addition to having received donations 
equal to $19.11, so we were able to turn over 
nearly $170 in profit to LWR, and an additional 
$113.16 will go directly to the people who hand-
made all these wonderful items!  Thank you to 
Lisa Wallschlaeger, Susan Dobkins, Sarah Da-
cre, Debbie Gardner, Lisa Belding, Sandy 
Weldon, Laurel Waller, Clint Fallon, Lance Da-
cre, and Chris Waller for donating their time and 
energy to help make the Fair come off without a 
hitch.  Thanks to everyone who purchased or 
ordered items, and especially to those who in-
vited their friends to come be a part of the Fair 
and worship with us. 
 
Moving on to our next project!  We will be sup-
porting the Plain City Christmas Gift and Food 
Basket ministry  coordinated by the Plain City 

Presbyterian Church again this year.  Last year, 
Alleluia! provided enough food donations, money 
and gifts to bring Christmas to 4 needy families 
of 4 to 6 people each.  Since your response was 
so overwhelmingly positive, this year we would 
like to cover 5 families.  I was thrilled and hum-
bled last year as I watched God bless this mis-
sion so abundantly and know He was glorified 
through it so much more than I could imagine. 
 
Here are the important dates to remember: 
Sunday, November 9:   Begin collecting food 
supplies ï put in tub at welcome table. 
Sunday, November 23:   Families and their 
needs will be posted on a ñtreeò ï you sign up to 
provide for a parent or a child. 

Monday, December 15:  Last day to drop off 
food, money and gifts to the office. 
Tues. & Weds., December 16 - 17: Gift tallying 
and organizing at church office; delivery of food, 
money and gifts to Plain City Presbyterian. 
Sat. morning, December 20:  Food Basket 
packing and distribution at PC Presbyterian. 
Sunday, December 21:  Praise God for His 
abundant provision!! 
 
Each family receives a $30 gift card from a local 
grocery.  This is what the monetary donations go 
toward.  These gift cards are purchased by PC 
Presbyterian and cannot be used for purchasing 
alcohol, tobacco, or lottery tickets.  Each child 
should be provided with one present valued be-
tween $20 and $25.  Gift cards for teenagers are 
accepted as long as they are from WalMart, Mei-
jer, or Target only, where dollars go further.  
These should be boxed and wrapped so the re-
cipient also has something ñunder the treeò to 
open.  More details will be published. 
 
We also will be working with the Womenôs Group 
to decorate and bag Christmas cookies  on 
Thursday evening, December 11.  The majority 
of the cookies will be given to the teachers and 
staff at Plain City Elementary School.  The rest 
we will exchange between ourselves!  See you 
there! 
 
Lastly, I am looking for volunteers to help with 
Life in Christ - Service !  (This is our new name, 

so watch for it in place of Missions in coming is-
sues of the Scoop.)  I will be spearheading this 
committee, and would like to find other passion-
ate people willing to work on local projects like 
the food pantry, PC Elementary, Christmas Food 
Baskets, etc., and global projects like LWR Fair 
Trade Fair, Heifer International, Open Door, etc.  
This committee also will be in charge of the mis-
sion project during VBS.  Ideally, this committee 
will consist of 4 other people besides me.  If you 
feel God calling you in this direction, or you at-
tended James Zeidôs class on Spiritual Gifts and 
know you have a passion for serving others or 
supporting causes that do, please contact me!

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Thank you to all of those who participated in 
the óServeô spiritual gifts adult Sunday school 
last month.  I hope it was enlightening to see 
how God ówiredô you and how your Spirit 
given gifts align with your heart, abilities, per-
sonality and life experiences. 
 
If you are still working through the assess-
ment or personal profile, and are at all strug-
gling with them, Pastor Steve and I are avail-
able to meet with you to discuss them with 
you.  Just let us know. 
 
So what now?  Do we take what we learned 
about ourselves and stick it in our back 
pocket?  Well, I looked in the bible but could 
not find scripture to support that concept.  
What I did find was Paul speaking about how 
we are to use our spiritual gifts together as 
parts of the body of Christ (1 Corinthians 12).  
Not only does that speak to why we all have 
different gifts (we canôt all be the same part of 
the body, after all), but it is also a reminder of 
how much we need each other.  We would 
not get very far with our physical bodies if 
parts of it decided not perform their functions.  
So it is with the church body if we decide not 
to use our gifts for the benefit of others. 
 
My encouragement is this: pray over your dis-
coveries.  Ask God to reveal to you what His 
will is for you and your life of ministry, and 
dream big!  One advantage to being in a mis-
sion church is that our ministry at Alleluia is 
essentially a blank canvas.  Donôt limit what 
God might have in store for us by placing on 
it ópracticalô or óhumanô restraints.  Ask God to 
reveal to you the people and resources it will 
take to do His will.  Most importantly, let us 
encourage and build up one another with a 
spirit of unity and community as we dream. 

My challenge is this: let us all put our gifts to 
use for His kingdom.
