
  

 

Recently, in my personal devo-
tional time, I have been reading 
about how God delivered the 
Israelites from slavery at the 
hand of the Egyptians.   I was 
struck by how nothing ever 
seemed to go straight forward.   
If you or I want to go to, letôs 
say, New Yorké we go and get 
on a plane to New York.  Or we 
look at a map and plot out the 
most direct method to drive.  But 
with the Israelites, and those 
that travel with God, there was 
always a detour, a back-
tracking, a side -journey or a 
Red Sea in front of them.  I 
thought: how descriptive of Alle-
luiaôs journey!  Alleluia! has 
faced-- the side trips and the 
backtracking and all the rest.  
However just like the Israel-
iteséwe can count on the reality 
that God travels with us. 
 
We are about to enter a chaotic 
yet very exciting time for Alle-
luia!  We have secured a three 
year lease, with a two year ex-
tension, for a warehouse space 
located at 8624 Industrial Park-
way.  And I must say, for ware-
house space it is very attractive.  
The real cool thing is we are 
1/8th of a mile from the land we 
hope to build on.  We can see it 
down the street!  And just like 
the Israelites, we camp on just 
the other side of ñthe Landòé 
nevertheless we rejoice and 

celebrate the fact that OUR God 
is with us. 
 
The month of June will be crazy 
as we attempt to move from the 
school and from the office.  We 
also have furniture at a church 
in Westerville, that was once 
from our sister church, Nativity.  
We are unsure of any of the tim-
ings with construction, but hope 
to be painting by the last week 
of June. 
 
The Transition Team has set up 
these teams for this changeover 
period: 
 
1)  Acquisition  (Led by Lisa 
Wallschlaeger) This team is in 
charge of purchasing carpet, 
tile, chairs, refrigerator and 
stove.  
2)  Interior   (Led by Paul 
Wallschlaeger and Gary 
Schick) This team will handle 
the painting and laying of 
caret and tile which MUST be 
completed before we can re-
ceive an occupancy permit. 
3)  Marketing  (Led by Sandy 
Weldon) This team will get the 
news out there about our 
move. 
4)  Move Team  (Led by Gary 
Guthrie) The move team will 
actually do all the packing, 
moving and unpacking and 
cleaning associated with the 
move.
