With our move into the Industrial Parkway
location our usher and greeter procedures
will be changing. In order to prepare for
this, 1 am seeking individuals who would like
to usher and/or be greeters. Once | know
who wants to participate in this service, | will
schedule a meeting to conduct preparation
and training. We are looking at having
usher and greeter commitments be one
month at a time like the Altar Guild does
their schedule. Ushers and greeters will not
be communion assistants unless they sign
up separately for that service.

At first we will have 2 ushers, but will quickly
expand to 4 as we grow. The ushers will, in
addition to welcoming people as they enter,
will give them the Sunday bulletin and direct
them to the seats. Also, at least one usher
will be stationed at the door during the ser-
vice while the other "roams" the various ar-
eas in the building to provide security.

As with ushers, we will begin with 2 greeters
who will be stationed at the front doors to
greet and welcome people to Alleluia and to
offer information packets to visitors as well
as direct people to the coffee station. As we
grow, we will expand to 4 greeters so we
can also have a sidewalk/parking lot wel-
come team.
