
  

 

Paul writes in Ephesians 1:8-10 - 
With all wisdom and insight 9he 
has made known to us the mys-
tery of his will, according to his 
good pleasure that he set forth in 
Christ, 10as a plan for the fullness 
of time, to gather up all things in 
him, things in heaven and things 
on earth.  
 
As I write this article, this was in our 
reading for yesterday in our plan to 
read through the Bible in a year.  The 
verse states a powerful truthé one 
that can be applied to scripture, but 
also to Godôs intentions in sending 
his Son Jesus to us, namely: ñhe has 
made known to us the mystery of his 
will.ò  That is the purpose of the Bi-
bleé that we might know Him and 
His will through His Word.  That pur-
pose is revealed by reading a little 
further:  ñto gather up all things in 
him, things in heaven and things on 
earth.ò  Wowé. Right there Paul 
shares the heart, purpose and plan 
of God.  He desires to gather all. 
 
I hope you are growing, as I know 
many of us are, in our understanding 
of the New Testament.  In several 
conversations some have expressed 
that at times they get stuck in the 
words and that itôs tough to get the 
meaning of what is being said.  Or to 
put it another way, they ñcanôt see 
the forest for the treesò in the words 
they read.  It is because the New 
Testament was authored many years 
ago, in another culture and so the 
context is very different than our 
own.  I have encouraged those folks 
to read the parts they get stuck at in 
another translation of the Bible.  IF 
you read the NRSV, try ñThe Mes-
sage,ò or NIV or the Living Bible, 
sometimes a different translation will 

help us get unstuck.  Better yet, pur-
chase a study Bible.  A study Bible is 
one that has insights, teaching, and 
information at the bottom of the page.  
A study Bible that I find helpful is the 
Life Application study Bible.  In fact 
that is what we just purchased as a 
gift for our Confirmands.  Not only do 
study Bibles have notes on the bot-
tom, but they also have a summary 
at the beginning of the book which 
helps set the context.  They also 
have maps and other charts that aid 
us in our comprehension.   
 
IF you would like a Life Applica-
tion study Bible, we can purchase 
one for you for $20 .  This is a sig-
nificant savings compared to most 
stores or on-line.  Just let Sandy 
know and she will be glad to order 
one for you. 
 
Another helpful tool as we read 
through the New Testament is a Bi-
ble Dictionary.  It can be a source of 
good insight and spell out some of 
that culture.  A third resource that 
would be good to have is a good con-
cordance. Strongôs is one of the best.  
It helps us gain insight into words 
and how they are used, by providing 
all the places it appears in scripture.  
Then if one were to look up those 
verses, a pattern will begin to appear, 
which in turn, will give us insight into 
the meaning of that word. 
 
I hope your journey will continue to 
be enlightening as we read through 
the New Testament!  If you havenôt 
already started, I invite you to join us.  
You will find the readings for this 
month on the page 7.
